 In order to receive your pool passes, you must 
preorder them  and be in good standing.  Pool passes 
will be issued to the homeowner and their dependents 
only.  THCA reserves the right to ask for proof of oc-
cupancy & ID for all family members. You can pick 
up your pool passes either in the office during our 
regular hours or at the pool.   

 The pool will open Memorial Day weekend.  It 
will be open on weekends only until school is out for 
the summer, then it will be open all week.  The pool 
closes Labor Day weekend.  

 The Road Fee is due August 15, 2014.  If your 
Road Fee is not paid, your pool privileges will be sus-
pended.

$50.00, 2 passes for $75.00, and 3 passes for 
$100.00.  





SPECIAL NOTICE  
 

There are a large number of fallen trees on many properties throughout Timber Hill 

Community. These fallen trees are not only unsightly, providing an unkempt appearance 

to our community, but in many instances, are also serious safety concerns.  

 

If Nature was able to uproot or otherwise damage or destroy these trees while they 

stood, it is obviously not impossible for them to be further moved by natural means 

which may endanger the welfare and safety of nearby structures and people. 

 

The Association is, in part, responsible for enforcing the Bylaws, rules and regulations 

adopted by the Board of Directors and membership. Every member of our community is 

responsible for adherence to the same. We would like to bring your attention to the fol-

lowing excerpts from the Timber Hill Community Association óBlue Bookô. 

 

Article II ï Purpose 

To insure present and future residential living conditions relating to health, safety, 

public morals, convenience, comfort and beauty on lots and lands in a development 

of lands in Paradise and Price Townships, Monroe County, Pennsylvania, known 

as Timber Hill Incorporated and for any other lawful purpose or purposes for 

which a non-profit corporation may be formed under the Non-Profit Corporation 

Law of 1972, Act 271  

 

Uniform Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions   

10. No obnoxious or offensive use shall be made of any lot, nor shall any offensive 

trade or activity be carried on upon any residential lot, nor shall any use be made 

of such lots which may constitute a nuisance. Automobiles not having operated for 

a period of thirty (30) days or more constitute a nuisance. 

 

Failure to remove fallen trees from your property is in direct opposition to the very pur-

pose of Timber Hill Community Association, Inc. and is therefore a violation of our By-

laws. It is also a violation of CC&Rôs #10 by means of constituting a public nuisance. 

Each property owner bears the responsibility, regardless of whether they have built on 

their property or not, for the maintenance of their own property(s).  Therefore, if you 

have fallen trees on your property, you must take action to remove them.
