TREASUREROGS REPORT

THCA continues to operate on two accounts in 2017. Number one; the Reserve account, $110,621.97 will
fund all major road workwith a budget of $90,000 in 2017. Number two; general checking of $65,000 and num-
ber 3; the sweep account of $162,535.28 will continue to fund the everyday operations of THCA. Number four;
Capital Improvement of $71,739.94 is funds that can only be used on a capital improvement within the associa-
tion. In addition to our four accounts, the association also has a CD valued at $38,149.91. At this point, the CD

has been held as an emergency account.

The 2017 billing season is in full swing. The Dues collected as of March 8, 2017, are $153,710.68. Out of
those monies received, the reserve account received $69,566.70 and the general checking/ sweep account re-
ceived $84,143.98. Please continue to make an honest effort to get your dues paid. There are now payment plan
options available.

To all members who continue to support the cause, \ildank You For the members who continue to ig-
nore your responsibility to the association (and there are plenty of you), we will be pursing delinquent members for

judgements in court. Why not stay out of the legal process and set up your payment plan today.
